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Coronation  

The populace gathered on a beautiful spring day to witness 

the final court of Nigel and Adrielle and the coronation of 

their successors, Quilliam and Dagmar.   A number of Sep-

tentrians received honours in this final court. Rusalka Gal-

briath was given the Orion for her calligraphy and illumi-

nation. Jasmine of House Galbraith was presented with the 

scroll for the Wolf's Cub awarded to her at Gulf Wars. 

Augustine von Brixen received a Maiden's Heart.  Mahault 

of Swynford  was inducted into the Order of the Crucible 

and was also presented, along with her husband Berend 

van der Eych, with the King and Queen's Favourðand a 

token created from the mould used to cast the pommel of 

the Sword of State.  Finally, with Court seemingly com-

plete, Their Majesties heard a petition from two Laurels of 

the East Kingdom, and thus placed Rozalynd of Thornaby-

on-Tees on vigil for the Laurel. 

 

Nigel and Adrielle then left the Thrones, leaving them 

guarded by the Chivalry.  The Lawspeaker then convened a 

Thing (in the tradition of Norse kingdoms) to proclaim a 

ruler. Prince Quilliam came forth to state his claim, sup-

ported by six speakers (including his parents and sister) to 

attest to his worthiness to rule.  Having been satisfied that 

the legal requirements were met and that this was the will 

of the great lords and ladies who spoke, the Lawspeaker 

then asked the people of Ealdormere whether it was their 

will that Quiliam rule. They responded with a resounding 

ñaye!ò and thus Quilliam took up the Crown and placed it 

upon his head, and Ealdormere cheered its King.  The 

Lawspeaker then pointed out that it was not right that he 

rule alone, and he thus called forth Princess Dagmar.  Once 

again, six nobles of great worth attested to her virtues, and 

once again, satisfied that all legal requirements were met, 

the Lawspeaker asked the will of the people of Ealdormere.  

Having been assured of their support, King Quilliam 

placed the Crown upon Dagmarôs head and thus she took 

up her place as Queen.  After hearing the fealties of offi-

cers, peers, and landed nobility, TRM then recognized 

Nigel and Adrielle as Earl and Countess.

Crown Tourney  

The weather was perfect in the northern shire of Bren-

nistein Vatn, within the Ducal estates of His Grace Finn-

varr de Taahe, as TRM Quilliam and Dagmar hosted their 

Crown Tourney.  A small but determined field entered the 

lists to vie for the right to succeed Their Majesties.  First in 

the procession was Baron Brand, who was fighting for the 

first time for Duchess Jocea (resplendent in a dress with 

chequey sleeve lining).  After presenting Her Grace to 

Their Majesties and the populace, he presented her with an 

engagement ring, which she accepted. 

 

Although that was a hard act to follow, the tourney itself 

was well-fought.  A round-robin portion selected the final 

eight for the double-elimination rounds, and in the end the 

strawberry leaves which covered the tourney field foretold 

a finals where the victor would one day reign a second 

time and eventually bear the title of Duke.  Count Trum-

brand, fighting for Countess Kaylah, met Count Etain, 

fighting for Countess Valfreya.  Both had gone undefeated 

through the round-robin.  Count Etain prevailed, and thus 

Prince Etain and Princess Valfreya became Ealdromereôs 

future. 

 

Pikeman's Pleasure  

Pikemanôs Pleasure celebrated its twenty-fifth anniversary 

this year, certainly one of the longest-established events in 

Ealdormere and most likely the one held the longest at the 

same site.  As usual, there was a full slate of activities for 

those who attended, including archery, rapier combat, 

thrown weapons, and armoured combat.   

 

Their Excellencies held Court and presented Lady Theo-

dora of Petrea Thule with a Bearôs Heart and THL Mahault 

and THL Berend with the Award of the Golden Bear (their 

second).  Lady Rusalka announced her intention to step 

down as Rapier Champion and Lord William of Otterton 

(once known as Lord Griffin) as her successor;  however, 

he must first find a successor as Baronial Herald. 

 

In Kingdom Court, TRM presented Freyjas Brynjarsdottir 

and Sandarr the Beardless with Awards of Arms.  They 

then asked Magistra Nicolaa to come forward. She then 

called Lord Thorolfr inn Smithr, who was heralding their 

court, forward to receive a Maidenôs Heart.
