Their Ex-

cellences took back the Quaich from THL Dafydd ap Sion, 

who had held it for the past year, and then called forward 

Lady Jocelyne de Cranewall and turned it over into her 

safekeeping until Twelfth Night next. 

 

Her Majesty Adrielle held a brief court, in which Awards 

of Arms were presented to Rorik of Septentria and Fulk de 

Toron, and Catriona inghean Ragnaill was inducted into 

the Order of Thorbjornôs Hammer for Thrown Weapons. 

THL Catriona is one of the top-ranked throwers in the 

Known World, and she becomes the first Grant-Level
